BURIEN 4-Mar-05 Fri 5:00 PM Other No

Young female patron was not picked up when 

library closed.  Staff waited until 5:30 and then  

4 girls that she knew came by and said they 

would wait with her.  I let her use my cell phone 

twice.

Police called to inform us that they had rec'd a 

call reporting 5-6 youths smoking marijuana in 

front of library.  Staff member looked, but 

nothing was found.

Banned from library for 3 

months.

Patron was caught trying to steal the A drive 

from the computer area.  He was asked to 

leave. 

BURIEN 15-Feb-05 Tue 6:00 PM Other No

Trespassed patrons were spotted walking into 

library.  They were reminded that they were 

trespassed, and I accompanied them out.

BURIEN 11-Feb-05 Fri 3:50 PM Other Yes

Trespassed patron came into the library again.  

Police were called but he left before they 

arrived. 

BURIEN 11-Feb-05 Fri 11:45 AM Theft No

None Around 11:45 am, noticed that one of the small 

"flexible" keyboards and mouse for children's 

game computers was missing.

2 sets of siblings (girls ages 7 & 14, boys ages 

12 & 14) were left here after the library closed.  

We waited for the girls' ride until 6:10 and the 

boys ended up walking away.  They did have a 

cell phone. 

BURIEN 1-Feb-05 Tue 5:30 PM Other No

A regular child patron brought a knife and was 

showing it to other kids.  Staff were not told 

until patron had left so police were not called.

BURIEN 30-Jan-05 Sun 5:00 PM Vandalism No Graffiti on keyboard of computer #202.

BURIEN 25-Jan-05 Tue 5:10 PM Disturbance No

Asked to leave. A group of young adults were making a lot of 

noise.  They were asked to quiet down. 15 

minutes later, they lit a cigarette lighter.  They 

were asked to leave.

BURIEN 13-Jan-05 Thu 2:00 PM Disturbance No

Male patron approached a page saying that 

another patron was stalking a young female 

patron.  Stalking patron left the library.
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BURIEN 11-Jan-05 Tue 6:00 PM Disturbance No

Patrons escorted out of library. Boys were making a ruckus.  They were 

warned once.  Second time they were escorted 

out by staff.

BURIEN 10-Jan-05 Mon 4:45 PM Other

Both young adults were expelled 

from the library for one month. 

Boys involved with "lighting" a stick.

BURIEN 10-Jan-05 Mon 5:30 PM Vandalism Yes

911 called Kids were sent out of the library for setting off 

fireworks.  Police were called after 3rd set of 

fireworks set off in park next to library. While 

walking the officer out of the library, I 

encountered a friend of the kids we sent out. 

The officer questioned him, and when he was 

unresponsive, handcuffed him, searched his 

pockets & found a handful of fireworks.  He 

was charged with illegal possession of 

fireworks and trespassed from the library for a 

year.

Patron did not wish to call police. Private vehicle struck by another who left no 

info.  Damage to driver's side front bumper.

BURIEN 5-Jan-05 Wed 4:45 PM Disturbance No

Asked to leave. Boys were making quite a bit of noise.  Warned 

a couple of times, then asked to leave.

BURIEN 4-Jan-05 Tue 10:45 AM Emergency/Accident Yes

Fire department called reporting that a patron 

had called from the pay phone saying that he 

was having a seizure.  I checked and he was 

not at the phone.  He was outside meeting with 

the EMT's who handled the situation.
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
